Come to Me… 
1. Ps. 86:11 Teach me your way, O LORD, that I may walk in your truth; unite my heart to fear your name. Lord, I come to You to 

teach me and guide me, unite my heart to fear Your name. 
 

2. Mt. 11:28 Come to me, all who labor and are heavy laden, and I will give you rest.  I come to You with my burden of sin, as I 
know I cannot carry it myself. 

 
3. Mt. 11:29 Take my yoke upon you, and learn from me, for I am gentle and lowly in heart, and you will find rest 

for your souls. May I continually come to learn from Your gentle and lowly heart. In You alone I know I will find 
quiet for my restless soul. 

 
4. John 7:37b “If anyone thirsts, let him come to me and drink.” Keep me thirsty Lord, always longing for You. May 

I know only Jesus can satisfy my spiritual thirst. 
 

5. John 6:35 Jesus said to them, “I am the bread of life; whoever comes to me shall not hunger” … May I feed 
upon God’s word to find nourishment for my soul. 

 
6. John 5:40 …yet you refuse to come to me that you may have life. I praise you Lord that you are the giver of life. 

May I know it, live it, and tell it. 
 

7. John 6:37 All that the Father gives me will come to me, and whoever comes to me I will never cast out.  I praise 
You Lord for bringing me into Your family and keeping me forever secure in Christ.  

 
8. Rev. 22:17 The Spirit and the Bride say, “Come.” And let the one who hears say, “Come.” And let the one who 

is thirsty come; let the one who desires take the water of life without price. May my heart cry out in unity with 
the Spirit saying “Come” to the one who is thirsty. 

 
9. 1 John 1:9 If we confess our sins, he is faithful and just to forgive us our sins and to cleanse us from all 

unrighteousness.  May I know the compassion of Christ, His willingness to forgive me, His power to cleanse 
me, and quickly go to Him confessing my sins. 

 
10. Is. 55:1 Come, everyone who thirsts, come to the waters; and he who has no money, come, buy and eat! 

Come, buy wine and milk without money and without price. May I see my deep need for Christ in 
everything, everyday, and may I continually desire Him.  

 
11. John 6:44 No one can come to me unless the Father who sent me draws him. And I will raise him up on 

the last day. Thank you, O Father, for your grace that drew me to and gave me faith in Christ as my 
Redeemer and for the truth that I have been and will be raised in Him. 

 
12. John 15:16 You did not choose me, but I chose you and appointed you that you should go and bear fruit 

and that your fruit should abide, so that whatever you ask the Father in my name, he may give it to you. 
Lord, help me not wander, but abide in You, bearing much fruit in the sheer delight of bringing You glory. 

 
13. Rev. 3:20 Behold I stand at the door and knock. If anyone hears my voice and opens the door, I will come 

in to him and eat with him, and he with me. Lord, may I love and long for fellowship with You. 
 

14. 1 Cor. 6:19-20 Or do you not know that your body is a temple of the Holy Spirit within you, whom you 
have from God? You are not your own, for you were bought with a price. So glorify God in your body. 
Thank you, Lord, that the Holy Spirit lives within me and has united me to Christ. Thank you for the 
enormous price you paid to set me free from sin and bring me to God. May I know my body is Yours and 
may I live for Your glory in all I do through the power of the Holy Spirit. 

 
15. John 10:27 My sheep hear my voice and I know them, and they follow me. May I know of Christ’s saving 

love for me and may I faithfully follow my Savior’s voice in His Word. 
 

16. John 10:28 I give them eternal life, and they will never perish, and no one will snatch them out of my 
hand. May I never tire of praising You for all You are and all You do in me and for me. Thank You for Your 
power, which holds and keeps me safely in You! 

 



17. John 10:29 My Father, who has given them to me, is greater than all, and no one is able to snatch them 
out of the Father’s hand. O, Father, thank you for this great salvation given freely to me and for keeping me 
through all dangers, toils, and snares. How I praise You for Your provision and protection over me. 

 
18. Heb. 11:6 And without faith it is impossible to please him, for whoever would draw near to God must 

believe that he exists and that he rewards those who seek him. Thank you, Lord, for the precious gift of 
faith. I come to You in humble adoration. 

 
19. Phil. 4:5b-6 The Lord is at hand, do not be anxious about anything, but in everything by prayer and 

supplication with thanksgiving let your requests be made known to God. I thank you Lord for Your 
constant presence with me. May I come to You quickly and continually through prayer with thanksgiving. 

 
20. John 14:27 Peace I leave with you; my peace I give to you. Not as the world gives do I give to you. Let not 

your hearts be troubled, neither let them be afraid. May I quickly come to You in troubles and fears 
knowing that only in You will I find peace. 

 
21. Ps. 100:1,2 Make a joyful noise to the LORD, all the earth! Serve the LORD with gladness! Come into his 

presence with singing! O Lord, may my heart sing continually, rejoicing in my Savior – good days and hard 
days. 

 
22. Ps. 102:1 Hear my prayer, O LORD; let my cry come to you! Thank you, O Lord, that I may come to You and 

cry out for help in my time of need.  
 

23. Ps. 95:6 Oh come, let us worship and bow down; let us kneel before the LORD, our Maker! May I come 
daily to You, my Maker, in humble, submissive, grateful worship. 

 
24. Mt. 6:33 But seek first the kingdom of God and his righteousness, and all these things will be added to 

you. Lord, I come to You for grace to seek first Your kingdom and righteousness. 
 

25. Lk. 9:23 And he said to all, “If anyone would come after me, let him deny himself and take up his cross 
daily and follow me.”  Lord, help me to deny myself daily and live for You. 

 
26. Ps. 34:11 Come, O children, listen to me; I will teach you the fear of the Lord. O Lord, open my ears so I 

may listen carefully, see clearly, and apply joyfully Your Word into my life. 
 

27. Mk. 1:17 And Jesus said to them, “Follow me, and I will make you become fishers of men.” Lord Jesus, I 
will follow You. Make me become a fisher of men. 

 
28. Mt. 14:29 He said, “Come.” So Peter got out of the boat and walked on the water and came to Jesus. May 

I respond to Your commands in faith and not doubt. 
 

29. Ruth 2:12 The LORD repay you for what you have done, and a full reward be given you by the LORD, the 
God of Israel, under whose wings you have come to take refuge! O Lord, I thank you that You are my 
security, my refuge and strength always.  Hide me in You! 

 
30. Rev. 22:20-21 He who testifies to these things says, “Surely, I am coming soon.” Amen. Come, Lord Jesus! 

The grace of the Lord Jesus be with all. Amen. Come, Lord Jesus! 
 

31. 1 Peter 3:8 Finally all of you, have unity of mind, sympathy, brotherly love, a tender heart, and a humble 
mind.
